Prayer – 4335 proseuche; (from 4314 pros – towards, exchange 
and 2171 euxe – a wish, prayer; exchange of wishes

Intercession – 1783 Enteuxeis; properly intervention led by God, 
marking intersection of heaven and earth reflecting the Lord’s 

specific will; (from 5177 tygxano – to hit the bullseye; antonym of 

harmatia to miss the mark; sin; petitions of believers as they fall in 
line with God’s will)

Thanksgiving – 2169 eucharistia; gratitude
