• God is One 

• Father is God, Yeshua is God, Holy Spirit is God - like steam, ice, 

and water (not co-equals; the Son and Spirit are under the 

authority of the Father) 

• And without controversy great is the mystery 

of godliness: God was manifested in the flesh, Justified in the 

Spirit, Seen by angels, Preached among the Gentiles, Believed 

on in the world, Received up in glory. (1 Tim 3:16)

• For unto us a Child is born,

Unto us a Son is given;

And the government will be upon His shoulder.

And His name will be called

Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God,

Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. (Is 9:6)



• God before people

• “If you love Me, keep My commandments. (Jn 14:15)

• For this is the love of God, that we keep His commandments. (1 Jn 

5:3)

• Worship – To show adoration and reverence for God. 

• Hebrew: Shachah (7812) - Make to stoop, fall flat, do 

reverence, to depress prostrate, beseech, crouch

• Greek: Proskuneo (4352) - to do reverence to; bow down, 

fawn, crouch



Spirit – breath, wind, non-flesh invisible being

• The invisible, intangible part of us – emotion, thoughts, 

words, opinion, energy, desire and will; 

• The Holy Spirit – be filled with it
