* Five Parts
* The Gospels -The four Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and
John tell the story of Jesus' life, ministry, and death.
* Acts of the Apostles - A historical book that provides a general
history of the church for about 30 years after its beginning.
* The Pauline Epistles - Letters written by Paul that helped
establish Christians in the faith.
* The General Epistles - Letters written by James, John, Peter,
and Jude that focus on foundational truths.
* The Book of Revelation - The final book in the New Testament,
which is a book of prophecy that describes the destiny of the
church and the "End Times".



* Overarching Theme — restoring our relationship with the FATHER and
living in His Presence
